At the age of 18; Frank went to the airport to
buy a ticket to either Canada or Australia and chose Canada because it was
the cheaper ticket. After 3 years of working in tool & die between Brantford
and Vancouver, he met the love of his life - a "hippie" in a bar called the
Sunset Inn in Vancouver at the age of 22. He moved in with her the very next
day. Frank finally became a Canadian Citizen on September 14, 2012 after 39



years of refusing to pledge allegiance to the Queen. Frank was an incredible
father and husband, while creating a perfect childhood for his children and
giving them all the love in his heart. His proudest accomplishment was
becoming “Pawpa” to his beloved Finley, the light of his life. He used his
creative woodworking talents to make so many special gifts for her, as well as
many lasting memories of their adventures together.
