Family/community Support, only because some are scared of the
fight or they are victims to the system. 
Our people are locked up on reservations fighting and lying to each
other over the crumbs we are given, but the "GOV" always told me
that "family is #1". but, I guess our chiefs, councils, and who ever
else are in charge of our reservation/family cannot see or
understand that... 
THE GOV always told me that "God is above all" 
THE GOV was not a liar or a thief and the only thing i found him
guilty of, is being himself. he always said what he wanted, and he
always did what he wanted, but that's why he lacked the family and
community support.
